
2026 American Polish Festival
& Craft Show

We are pleased to announce our 2026 American Polish Festival and Craft 
Show, June 26-28, 2026,  on the grounds of The American Polish Century 
Club, 33204 Maple Lane, Sterling Heights, MI  48312.

The American Polish Festival draws thousands of festival goers each year. Our festival 
will feature live band performances, Polish Dance Ensembles, Polish and American food, 
refreshments, kids rides and the 2026 Outdoor Craft Show.

For our crafters, we would like to offer a 12’ x 12’ area for the entire weekend.   You 
must  provide  and  be  responsible  for  your  own  tables,  chairs,  white  fire  resistant 
canopies and fire extinguishers.  There is a daily admission fee of $10.00 per person, 17 
& under are free. Six (6) free admission tickets will be provided to each crafter per booth 
for the weekend.  Free parking and shuttles are available.  Space is limited.  No electricity 
will be provided. Craft show hours are Friday 4pm-9pm, Saturday 11am-9pm and Sunday 
11am-7pm.  The cost for the entire weekend is $150.00.

Set up starts at 9:00am on Friday, June 26 for all crafters.  No vehicles will be allowed 
on the festival grounds after 2:00pm on Friday, June 26. Parking is off site.  You 
will  be responsible to remove and carry out your booth material on Sunday, 
after 7:00pm.  A pick-up area nearby will be available to help facilitate your pick-ups. 
You must submit one photo of your outdoor booth and one photo of your crafts.   Any 
booth or craft not consistent with the submitted photos, or non-white canopy 
with fire extinguisher will  be promptly removed from the show.   The sales  of 
ethnic shirts and jackets are prohibited.

Please fill out an application and return by mail with payment by June 1.  After June 1, a 
late fee of  $50.00 will  be required.   We will  do everything in our power to make this 
weekend’s  festival  a  success  for  all.   This  is  an outdoor show and exhibitors must be 
prepared for all types of weather. There is some lighting, however, it is not very bright. 
We  recommend  you  bring  your  own  battery  powered  lighting.  Crafters  may  want  to 
consider  securing  their  displays  at  dusk.   Security  will  be  provided  by  the  festival, 
however, they will not be held responsible for any loss or theft.

You will be responsible for removing and carrying out your 
booth material after 7:00pm on Sunday.   There is some lighting, however, it is not very bright. Recommend you 
bring  your  own battery  powered lighting.  No electricity  will  be  provided!   Crafters  may  want  to  consider 
securing their displays at dusk.  The sale of ethnic shirts and jackets are prohibited.

Security will be provided by the festival; however, they will not be held responsible for any losses or theft.   All  
parking is off site. Drop-off areas will be provided during the festival hours. All canopies must be fire-resistant 
white  canopies  with  a  fire  extinguisher. Displays  not  true  to  the  description  or  photo  provided  will  be 
immediately removed at the organizer’s discretion.
